Vermont

Hey Mom — 1 won today! | will never
forget those words as | was carousing
Walgreen's shelves trying to figure out
which moisturizer | wanted to try next
when | received the call from Chris. |
dropped the moisturizer and went running
out of the store so | could hear him better.
| was jJumping up and down. After we

hung up, there were afew people in the
parking lot staring at me, wondering who
this crazy woman was. | apologized to
them and explained, as a couple of tears
tried to escape, that | have been anxiously
awaiting this call al day and that my son
had just informed me he had won the
National where he was competing in
Vermont and that | am just so proud of
him”. Even though | wastotally
embarrassed, they congratulated me and
him. Round 10, when we didn’t hear
from Chrisright away, | knew it was a
bad sign but we waited patiently for him
to cal us. Usudly, thisisavery bad
sign. Around 6:00 pm hefinally called to
let us know he was so angry — | thought
he was going to tell me he had finished
last, or something had happened to him or
his bike, but he said he had tied with
Geoff Aaron for the win but he finished
second because Geoff had one more clean
than Chris. My first thought was what’s
wrong with you — that’ s fantastic
compared to what | thought | should be
preparing myself for! But the real pisser
was that one of the observers had
mistakenly punched Chris a3 on one of
his sections instead of a 2 so he actually
should have beaten Geoff after al. Even
after filing an official protest, the
observer said he could not remember his
ride so they had no choice but to leave the
score asit was. Just one more thing for
all ridersto remember in any class —they
should always check their score card
before they |eave the section to make sure
they were punched the right score.

The best advice Mom
could give him was to concentrate on the
last two rounds and make sure he comes
in ahead of Bruce LeRiche, asthey are
extremely close in points, and Bruceis
who he needs to worry about since Geoff
already has the Championship once this



year. So thelast two rides will be the
determining factor, as to who finishes
second and third in the Championship
series. Of course we all know who you
arerouting for!! What an exciting year.

National Rounds 11-12 — New York

The weekend was alittle “cooler” dueto
an upper-level high moving colder air
into the Northeast, providing pretty
decent conditions for both riders and
spectators. On Saturday, thiswas
probably one of the lowest scoring
professional classesthey have ever
witnessed at a National competition.
Chris turned up the heat on fellow
teammate Geoff Aaron and Sherco rider
Bruce LeRiche by turning in two clean
loops and a 1 point score for the entire
day. Bruce finished second, with 7
points, also sporting two clean loops.
Geoff finished an uncharacteristically
third, happening to him twicein the last 4
rounds, with 9 points. Wewereall
anxiously waiting to hear the results from
Chris on Sunday and had already figured
the math. Not to put the pressure on, but
if either Geoff or Chris won the event, or
even if Chris had finished 3™ with Bruce
2nd, Chris would have taken the Number
2 plate. But Bruce poured on the heat the
last day of competition, taking the win
and the number two plate for the year.
Chris had a yucky second loop, which
cost him dearly and threw him out of the
contest, but he still finished on the
podium in the number three spot for the
day. Congratulations to Geoff Aaron,
who now sport hisfame and claim to his

9" National Title, with Bruce LeRiche
No. 2, and ChrisFlorin No. 3. I'll tell
you what, between Bruce and Chris, it
made for avery exciting championship
series and it was awell-fought battle by
both of them up to the very end.

Overall, Karl Davis finished in 8" place
in the Expert Sportsman, Matt Cullum
finished in 5 place (with two 3" place
podium finishes this year — way to go
Matt), Karl Davis, Jr. attempted his first
National riding the High School class
with Matt. Now that he has found out
what it takes to be a National rider, I'm
sure we will be seeing him at alot more
Nationals in the future as he has most
likely been bitten by the “National” Bug!
Time Cone, riding Sr. 40, was only able
to attend two Nationals this year due to
his schedule, so we will seeif the “bug”
has gotten ahold of him aswell. Wayne
Sholder took the No. 5 plate, riding 8
eventsthisyear in the Sr. 45 Class, and as
we all know, he was poisoned by the
“bug” afew years back, but somewhere
along the line, some tick or something
must have passed along al the side
effects of the “crazy” bug, unlessitis
merely genetic! Congratulationsto all of
you for ajob well done!

Just aquick mention, Dale Malasek,
Chris's sponsor, won the Sr. 60
Championship this year, finishing with 8
wins and 4 second place finishes- WOW.
Louise Forsley won 3 Nationals, placed
second 4 times, and had 3 third place
finishes, which means she was on the
podium at every event. Christy Williams
of course won the Women's
Championship, Louise Forsley was
second, and Kerry Williams (Christy’s
sister), finished third. Another interesting
tidbit, just to give you someidea, there
were almost 275 riders who participated
inthe NATC/AMA Nationa



Championship Seriesthisyear. The most
popular bike at the Nationals was the Gas
Gas (100), followed by Sherco (69), Beta
(50), Montesa (43), Scorpa(11), and (1)
Husaberg.

Rulebook Change

Dueto the extreme risein gas and diesel
fuel, the Officers and Club Directors,
along with the members who were
present at the Fun Event on 9/4/05 in
Ormond Beach, discussed the pros and
cons of proposing amajor change, at least
for thefirst half of the year, and the
following was tentatively agreed upon.
There are still some things that may need
to be worked through but starting with
the Round 1, which will be hosted by
Central Florida at Crooms on 18
September 2005 in Brooksville, we have
decided to initiate “group scoring”

instead of having an Observer assigned to
each section. Thiswill permit ridersto
participate in all Rounds of the FTA
Championship series, but they are asked
not to pre-ride their lineswhen it istheir
club who will be hosting the event out of
fairnessto the other ridersin their class.
Members, who are competing for year-
end points and awards, will still be
required to “work” 2 events by helping to
set up the sections before their event.
Switcheroos can still take place, pending
the approval of Club Directors/Officers,
in the event arider is unable to help with
their club’s event. If there are still
unresolved issues, arider will be required
to “observe” during the Fun in the Sun
two-day event in order to make up for
their work credits.

Those who did not make the Fun Trials,
missed an excellent event, thanksto Tim
Cone, the Davis family, and Troy Brown.
It offered awide variety of obstacles and
the spectator loop was terrific. If the
property owner is open to our request, we
may set up the year-end banquet and
awards at this location — just to give ya'll
something to think about and let your
Club Director know if you are receptive
to thisidea.
